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A RESOLUTION saluting the North Hardin High School Wind Symphony.

WHEREAS, North Hardin High School, established in 1962, is home to an outstanding instrumental music program involving 200 students in grades 9 through 12, including three performing ensembles: the Concert Band, the Symphonic Band, and the Wind Symphony. As part of the school's music program, students are encouraged to audition for placement and participation in the Jazz Band, Percussion Ensemble, Solo and Ensembles, and All-District and All-State Bands; and

WHEREAS, under the direction of Charles F. Campbell, Jr., the North Hardin High School Wind Symphony consists of a highly skilled group of 62 young musicians that has received superior ratings at both district and state music festivals, the only grade 6 band in Kentucky to receive a superior rating at the state festival since the inception of that competition. The Wind Symphony has performed at the University of South Carolina's Directors Symposium; the New Band Music Reading Clinic at Bowling Green University; the University of Kentucky Band Festival; and the University of Louisville; and it was the Honor Band for the Eastern Kentucky University Band Festival. In 2001, the Symphony received the National Band Citation of Excellence at the Bands of America National Concert Band Festival, the first Kentucky band to be invited to that event, and in 2003, these fine musicians were honored as the recipients of the John Phillip Sousa Foundation Sudler Flag of Honor. The following year, the Symphony made its fourth appearance under the direction of Mr. Campbell at the Kentucky Music Educators Association In-Service Conference and made its second appearance at the Bands of America National Concert Band Festival. In 2004, the Symphony performed at the prestigious Midwest Clinic in Chicago, and this year, the group has been invited to perform at Carnegie Hall in New York City, New York; and

WHEREAS, ninety percent of the members of the Wind Symphony also participate in the North Hardin High School Marching Band, which has been Grand Champion of many regional competitions, as well as Regional Champion and Grand Champion of the Bands of America competition. In 1992, the band received the prestigious Sudler Shield;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.  The Senate hereby salutes the members of the North Hardin High School Wind Symphony for the many honors they have won, and for the pride they have brought not just to themselves, but to their school and their community.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in recognition of the North Hardin High School Wind Symphony, its directors, school, and proud parents.
