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A RESOLUTION recognizing Kentucky's 4-H members as they participate in "4-H: A Capital Experience."

WHEREAS, the 4-H Youth Development Education program sponsors 4-H clubs in urban and rural areas throughout the Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, approximately 194,000 young people ranging from five to nineteen years old participated in 4-H clubs, school enrichment, special interest, individual study, and mentoring in every county of this Commonwealth in 2005; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky 4-H youth participate in such diverse areas as citizenship and civic engagement, communication and expressive arts, family and consumer sciences, environmental education and earth sciences, healthy lifestyle education, personal development, leadership, plant science, animal science, and technology; and

WHEREAS, 4-H has changed throughout the years to embrace new fields of endeavor, and has literally spread across the globe through sponsorship of the International 4-H Youth Exchange; and

WHEREAS, participation in 4-H has helped young people develop the skills, values, social responsibility, and lifelong learning useful in being productive adult citizens; and

WHEREAS, the University of Kentucky's Cooperative Extension Service and its extension professionals, along with a cadre of dedicated volunteers, keep the 4-H program functioning effectively; and

WHEREAS, 4-H has developed mutually beneficial partnerships with education, business, government, organizations, and individuals; and

WHEREAS, the 4-H pledge represents a worthy guidepost for each of us -- my head to clearer thinking, my heart to greater loyalty, my hands to larger service, my health to better living; and

WHEREAS, over one thousand five hundred 4-H Youth Development Education participants are visiting the capital of this great Commonwealth today to gain a better understanding of how their government functions;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate recognizes the thousands of youth and their adult mentors who are taking part in 4-H.

Section 2.   This honorable body further recognizes the 4-H youth and their leaders who are visiting our capital today as a part of "4-H: A Capital Experience."

Section 3.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in honor of the youths and adults involved in 4-H Youth Development Education.
