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A RESOLUTION honoring and commending Otto Ingram on the celebration of his 90th birthday.

WHEREAS, Otto Ingram was born in March, 1916, a proud native of Menifee County; and

WHEREAS, Otto Ingram has spent his life serving his family, his community, his Commonwealth, and his nation; and

WHEREAS, Otto Ingram graduated from Morehead State Teacher's College with a degree in education; and

WHEREAS, Otto Ingram served his community by taking a teaching position in a one-room school in Menifee County, educating the next generation of this Commonwealth's citizens; and 

WHEREAS, Otto Ingram then answered his nation's call to duty and served ably and honorably in the United States Armed Forces during the Second World War; and

WHEREAS, Otto Ingram returned to Menifee County and took up his calling of teaching; and

WHEREAS, Otto Ingram served the people of Menifee County not only by teaching their children, but also by endeavoring to serve them in a larger capacity as Menifee County Judge from 1957 until 1961; and 

WHEREAS, Otto Ingram carried on his quest to aid the people of Menifee County, and he served in the Kentucky House of Representatives for one term; and

WHEREAS, the people of Menifee County felt that Otto Ingram was a capable and honest leader, and they elected Otto Ingram two more times to the office of county judge: and

WHEREAS, Otto Ingram extended his career of public service under three Governors and served as deputy commissioner for Rural Roads for nine years, until 1980; and

WHEREAS, Otto Ingram was appointed commissioner of Rural and Municipal Aid in 1983, and served in that post until his retirement in 1988; and

WHEREAS, Otto Ingram has not only been active in public life, but also participated fully in the economic development of his region by work with rural telephone companies and coal companies; and 

WHEREAS, Otto Ingram is a faithful and devout longtime member of the First Church of God, in Frenchburg, Kentucky, where he is a Sunday School teacher; and

WHEREAS, Otto Ingram has been active in spreading his faith through Gideon's International;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate honors and commends Otto Ingram for the unique accomplishment of reaching the wonderful age of 90.

Section 2.   The Senate recognizes that Otto Ingram has been a true asset to the education system, the transportation system, and the economy of this Commonwealth, and that he is deeply loved and respected by his many family and friends.
