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A RESOLUTION congratulating KCD, Inc. for the selection of their program design by the Academy of Motion Picture Arts for the 78th Annual Academy Awards held March 5, 2006, in Hollywood, California.

WHEREAS, 12 years ago, Kamren Colson, a native of Grant County, Kentucky, founded a fledgling design firm operating from a warehouse on a 118-acre tobacco farm in Williamstown that has evolved to attract such clients as Proctor & Gamble, the Scripps Howard Foundation, and Nine West. Recently, in true "David and Goliath" fashion, Colson took on nearly 100 artists and design firms when he approached the Academy of Motion Picture Arts to vie for the contract to provide the program for the Academy Awards and the commemorative booklet that is traditionally presented at the Governor's Ball after the awards ceremony and at Oscar parties throughout the country; and

WHEREAS, despite being advised that competition for the contract was "intense" and that even top-level designers are willing to work for less than market rate in exchange for being a part of the biggest night in Hollywood, this tiny Kentucky firm persevered, going to Hollywood to present the KCD proposal to the Academy. In the fall of 2005, Mr. Colson, who attributes his artistic talent to his mother and grandmother, was notified that his company's proposal had been selected; and

WHEREAS, on March 5, 2006, amid the excitement of Hollywood's biggest stars' walk up the red carpet, the bright lights, and the air of anticipation as the cherished Oscar statuettes were awarded, there rested upon the lavish tables the elegant simplicity of two sophisticated, black and white coordinated, velvet-covered books, made in Kentucky;

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
