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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of Deputy Sheriff Ricky Estes and the Clark County Sheriff's Department for actions taken on December 9, 2005, resulting in the rescue of two young Clark County brothers.

WHEREAS, on December 9, 2005, police were called to the scene of a minor accident on Interstate 64 in Winchester, and upon their arrival, they learned from the driver of one vehicle involved in the accident that the other vehicle, a van which had left the scene, appeared to be driven by a young boy. When Deputy Estes and his colleagues encountered the van traveling about 45 miles per hour on the Mountain Parkway, they were surprised to find the driver working the foot pedals while his seven-year-old son was sitting in his lap, steering the vehicle; and

WHEREAS, the driver of the van, who refused sobriety tests and had to be subdued by officers, was arrested on several criminal charges, including two felony counts of wanton endangerment, driving under the influence, carrying a concealed deadly weapon, and leaving the scene of an accident, charges to which he has since pleaded not guilty. Without the quick response of Deputy Estes and the other officers, the young "driver," Cody Waters, and his three-year-old brother, who was also a passenger in the van, may have been seriously injured or killed through the negligent acts of their father;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate salutes Deputy Sheriff Ricky Estes and the other members of the Clark County Sheriff's Department for their outstanding professionalism and their quick response which resulted in the rescue of these young lives.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in honor of Deputy Sheriff Ricky Estes and the Clark County Sheriff's Department.
