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A RESOLUTION endorsing the establishment of an acute care hospital in Jessamine County.

WHEREAS, in 2006, Jessamine County, Kentucky has a population of 39,041 citizens and the population is estimated to increase to over 70,000 citizens in 2030, representing an 80 percent increase in less than 25 years; and

WHEREAS, over the past two years, 3,238 Jessamine County residents experienced a medical emergency that required immediate medical attention in a Fayette County hospital; and

WHEREAS, between 2004 and 2006, 4,771 Jessamine County residents received inpatient care and over 6,368 Jessamine County residents received outpatient services in other surrounding county hospitals; and

WHEREAS, in 2005, there were 747 traffic accidents on U.S. Highway 27 and 379 traffic accidents on U.S. Highway 68; and

WHEREAS, constant traffic congestion and traffic accidents on U.S. Highways 27 and 68 significantly delay the response time for emergency medical services in Jessamine County; and

WHEREAS, the lack of timely access to local acute care hospital services creates an emergency circumstance which poses an imminent threat to the life, health, and safety of all Jessamine County residents; and

WHEREAS, there exists an unequivocal need to establish an acute care hospital in Jessamine County; and

WHEREAS, the establishment of an acute care hospital in Jessamine County will significantly improve the quality of life and health care for the citizens of Jessamine County;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate endorses the establishment of an acute care hospital in Jessamine County, Kentucky.
