WHEREAS, Ronald Hudson was the loving and beloved husband of Judy Hudson; and

WHEREAS, Ronald Hudson was the loving and beloved father of Joe Brad Hudson and Veronica Wieland; and

WHEREAS, Ronald Hudson was the loving and beloved brother of Joanne Glasscock; and

WHEREAS, Ronald Hudson was the loving and beloved son of Myrtle Hudson and the late Carl Ronald Hudson; and

WHEREAS, Ronald Hudson was the loved and beloved grandfather of nine grandchildren; and

WHEREAS, Ronald Hudson departed this earthly life on February 20, 2006;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate of the Commonwealth of Kentucky expresses its most profound sense of sorrow and extends it sincerest condolences to the family and friends of Ronald Hudson on the occasion of his passing.

Section 2.
