WHEREAS, Guy Hatfield III traversed these earthly bounds February 4, 2005, at the untimely age of 54; and

WHEREAS, Guy Hatfield III was the beloved husband of Teresa Hatfield; he was the devoted father of three children and the doting grandfather of three grandchildren; he also leaves behind a sister, two brothers, and many friends who loved him dearly; and

WHEREAS, for 32 years Guy Hatfield III served the people of this Commonwealth ably and loyally by publishing the news; and

WHEREAS, Guy Hatfield III graduated from Eastern Kentucky University in 1972; and

WHEREAS, Guy Hatfield III started his first paper in 1973, when he founded the Citizen's Voice in Estill County in 1973, becoming the Commonwealth's youngest publisher; and

WHEREAS, Guy Hatfield III merged The Citizen's Voice with a competing paper to produce the Citizen's Voice and Times; and

WHEREAS, Guy Hatfield III continued his quest to inform the public on important issues; in 1994 he purchased the Clay City Times and in 1998 he purchased the Flemingsburg Gazette; and

WHEREAS, Guy Hatfield III worked his whole life to better his community by providing reliable, timely, and inexpensive news and views on the issues central to the lives of its members; and

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth of Kentucky has the highest respect for Guy Hatfield III and is deeply grateful for the efforts he made to keep the citizens of the small communities of the Commonwealth informed; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Guy Hatfield III has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby express its profound sense of sorrow upon the passing of Guy Hatfield III and extends to his family and many friends its most heartfelt sympathy.
