With deep respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Staff Sergeant Christopher Schornak, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Christopher J. Schornak was born on November 1, 1977, in Marietta, Georgia, and he traversed these earthly bounds February 26, 2006; and

WHEREAS, Christopher J. Schornak was the loving son of Jim and Leslie Schornak; he was the devoted husband of Robyn Schornak; he was the loving father of a son, Tristan Schornak; he was the caring brother of a sister, Susan Schornak Miller; he was the maternal grandson of Ken and Barbara Smith; he was the paternal grandson of Cliff Schornak; he was the son-in-law of Janet Eve; and he also leaves behind countless other family members and friends who loved him dearly; and

WHEREAS, Christopher J. Schornak was a Boy Scout who earned the rank of Eagle Scout, distinguishing himself among his peers; and

WHEREAS, Christopher J. Schornak graduated from Pope High School in 1996; and

WHEREAS, Staff Sergeant Christopher J. Schornak served with the 1st Battalion, 12th Infantry Regiment, 4th Brigade Combat Team, 4th Infantry Division, Fort Hood, Texas and was attached to Fort Campbell's 101st Airborne Division; and

WHEREAS, Staff Sergeant Christopher J. Schornak served his country for a total of nine years; and

WHEREAS, Staff Sergeant Christopher J. Schornak resided with his wife, Robyn, in Franklin, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, the life of Staff Sergeant Christopher J. Schornak ended prematurely when his dismounted patrol came under attack by enemy forces using small arms fire in Baghdad, Iraq; and

WHEREAS, Staff Sergeant Christopher J. Schornak valiantly served his country with honor and distinction and was laid to rest with full military honors, including the Bronze Star, the Purple Heart, the Meritorious Service Medal, the Iraq Campaign Medal, and the Combat Infantry Badge; and

WHEREAS, Staff Sergeant Christopher J. Schornak was described by his mother as "a loving, honest, and caring person . . . a patriot" who "wanted to make the world a better place"; and

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth of Kentucky has the highest respect for Staff Sergeant Christopher J. Schornak and is deeply grateful for the sacrifice he made for the freedom of all Americans and his support of Operation Iraqi Freedom; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Staff Sergeant Christopher J. Schornak has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;
