WHEREAS, Mr. Bennett was a member of the Optimist Club and the Recreation Association of Radcliff; and

WHEREAS, Daniel Bennett was preceded in death by his parents, Clarence and Bertie Bennett; three brothers, William (Billy) Bennett, Clarence Bennett, and Al Burton Bennett; and two sisters, Helen Sidebottom and Nellie Payne; and

WHEREAS, he is survived by his wife, Nancy Bennett; three sons, Sherman Vance Bennett of Elizabethtown, and Barry Raymond Bennett and Brian James Bennett, both of Radcliff; two granddaughters, Lindsay and Lesley Bennett, both of Elizabethtown; and a sister, Dorothy Jones of Radcliff; and

WHEREAS, Daniel James Bennett leaves a legacy of service to his community, and a host of family and friends who mourn his passing;
