WHEREAS, Matt Ginter was born December 24, 1977, in Winchester, Kentucky, the son of David and Claire Catherine Ginter; and

WHEREAS, Matt Ginter attended George Rogers Clark High School, where he was a standout three sport athlete who was voted Male Athlete of the Year his senior year; and

WHEREAS, Matt Ginter attended Mississippi State University, where he helped lead the Bulldogs to two College World Series and had the fourth highest number of strikeouts in school history; and

WHEREAS, Matt Ginter was drafted by the Chicago White Sox in the First round of the 1999 draft; and

WHEREAS, Matt Ginter was selected as a member of the 2000 U.S. Olympic Baseball team, but was forced to leave the team when the White Sox called him up to make his major league debut on September 1, 2000, in a game against the Anaheim Angels that also marked his first major league victory; and

WHEREAS, Matt Ginter got his first major league hit in 2004 off future Hall of Famer Roger Clemens; and

WHEREAS, Matt Ginter spent the 2005 season as a part of the Detroit Tigers; and

WHEREAS, Matt Ginter is the loving husband of Emily, and the proud father of a son, Coleman David, and a daughter Claire Catherine;

WHEREAS,
