WHEREAS, Andy Green attended the University of Kentucky, where he graduated Summa Cum Laude with a BA in Business Administration in 2000 and also was a four year starter for the baseball Wildcats, setting career records for hits, runs, and consecutive games played while earning a place on the 2000 First Team GTE Academic All-American; and

WHEREAS, Andy Green was drafted by the Arizona Diamondbacks in the 24th round of the 2000 draft; and

WHEREAS, Andy Green has made great strides in the Diamondbacks' organization being named 2001 Baseball America Class A All-Star, and in 2005 earning the honors of Pacific Coast League MVP, AAA All-Star, and Arizona Diamondbacks' Minor League Player of the Year; and

WHEREAS, Andy Green made his major league debut on June 12, 2004, against the Toronto Blue Jays; and

WHEREAS, Andy Green's first major league hit was a pinch-hit home run off the New York Yankee starter Jose Contreras; and

WHEREAS, Andy Green saw extensive action with the D-Backs as a September callup this season, appearing in 17 games, and in six starts batted .316; and
