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A RESOLUTION honoring Kentuckian and Major League Baseball player Scott Downs on MLB Day 2006 in Frankfort.

WHEREAS, Scott Downs was born March 17, 1976 in Louisville, Kentucky, the son of Joseph and Linda Downs; and

WHEREAS, Scott Downs graduated from Pleasure Ridge Park High School in 1994 and led the Panthers to the 1994 KHSAA Baseball Championship, compiling a career record of 24 wins and no losses and being named Kentucky's Mr. Baseball his senior season; and

WHEREAS, Scott Downs attended the University of Kentucky, where as a freshman he set the school single-game strikeout record by fanning 18 batters against Indiana University, as a junior he was named All-SEC, and over his career he became UK's all-time strikeout leader with 293; and

WHEREAS, Scott Downs was drafted by the Chicago Cubs in the third round of the 1997 draft, making the major league team's opening day roster in 2000; and

WHEREAS, Scott Downs made his major league debut as the starter for the Cubs on April 9, 2000, pitching 6.2 innings in a no-decision against the Cincinnati Reds; and

WHEREAS, Scott Downs moved on to the Expos organization where he had a stellar 2004 year for the team's AAA affiliate, the Edmonton Trappers, including a no-hit game, an appearance at the AAA All-Star Game, and recognition as Pacific Coast League Most Valuable Pitcher; and

WHEREAS, Scott Downs recorded his first major league complete game on September 9, 2004 against the Chicago Cubs and future hall of famer Greg Maddux; and

WHEREAS, after the relocation of the Expos, Scott Downs spent the 2005 season with the Toronto Blue Jays, appearing in 26 games and compiling a record of 4 wins against 3 losses; and

WHEREAS, Scott Downs is the loving husband of Katie, and the proud father of a son, Harrison Scott;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The members of this body, both individually and collectively, do hereby proclaim Scott Downs to be an outstanding citizen of the Commonwealth and an exemplary role model for the young student athletes in the Bluegrass State, and congratulate him on his accomplishments.
