WHEREAS, Roy Kimberly Snell was a proud member of the Boy Scouts of America in his youth, where he achieved the rank of Eagle Scout and earned the God and County and Order of the Arrow awards; and

WHEREAS, Roy Kimberly Snell was the devoted and loving husband for 25 years of Virginia Hamilton; and

WHEREAS, Roy Kimberly Snell was the beloved son of Roy D. and Sadie Z. Snell; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Roy Kimberly Snell has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
