WHEREAS, Leslie C. Shively was born on February 26, 1912, a native son of the Commonwealth, and a resident of Prospect, Kentucky, and traversed these earthly bounds on April 27, 2005; and

WHEREAS, Leslie C. Shively was a descendant of one of Louisville's first settlers, Christian Shively, who settled at the Falls of the Ohio in 1780; and

WHEREAS, Leslie C. Shively graduated from the University of Louisville and he then served the university as its director of alumni relations for 45 years; and

WHEREAS, Leslie C. Shively retired in 1968 from the university job that he dearly loved and began pursuing his life-long love of history by restoring and building horse-drawn vehicles and old railroad cars; and

WHEREAS, Leslie C. Shively also used his interest and knowledge in history to become involved in numerous historical and philanthropic organizations; and

WHEREAS, Leslie C. Shively was a proud and dedicated charter member of the Louisville Boat Club and an upstanding elder of Prospect Christian Church; and

WHEREAS, Leslie C. Shively bravely answered his nation's call to service in World War II, where he served as an American liaison officer aboard a French submarine chaser; and

WHEREAS, Leslie C. Shively was the devoted and loving father of Louise Shively-Trimble; and

WHEREAS, Leslie C. Shively was the loving and proud grandfather of Emerson Shively Trimble and Leslie Thompson Trimble; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Leslie C. Shively has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby express its profound sense of sorrow upon the passing of Leslie C. Shively, and extends to his family and friends its most heartfelt sense of sympathy.
