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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of Alice Headley Chandler.

WHEREAS, Alice Headley Chandler has brought to the Commonwealth of Kentucky the enthusiasm and optimism she has displayed throughout her life; her development of Mill Ridge Farm has demonstrated the finest quality of horsemanship, and her ethical standards and integrity have distinguished her to be world-renowned in the thoroughbred industry; and

WHEREAS, since she took the reins of operation in 1962, Alice Headley Chandler, through her attention to detail, outstanding work ethic, and support of the established values present in the equine industry, forged Mill Ridge Farm into the eminently successful business that it is today; and

WHEREAS, it has been said of Alice Headley Chandler that she never let the equine business itself rule over the health and care of the horses for which she was responsible; and

WHEREAS, the 1968 Epsom Derby victory of Sir Ivor, from her Mill Ridge Farm, is credited with bringing international acclaim to the American horse breeding industry; and

WHEREAS, Alice Headley Chandler has been a polestar in the firmament of the equine industry, serving as chair of the Kentucky Thoroughbred Association, the Thoroughbred Owners and Breeders Association, the Breeders' Cup, the Kentucky State Racing Commission, the University of Kentucky's Maxwell Gluck Equine Research Center, and Keeneland, which her father, the late Hal Price Headley, founded; and

WHEREAS, on November 5, 2005, Alice Headley Chandler was honored by the Thoroughbred Club of America at a dinner held at Keeneland Racetrack, joining an elite group of individuals lauded by the group in which she was inducted as an honorary lifetime member;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby recognize Alice Headley Chandler's life-long accomplishments in the equine industry and furthermore affirms that her dedication to the industry, as well as to the horses themselves, her extreme business ethic, and her generosity of time and energy to serve the many groups she has led, has immeasurably advanced the industry in multifarious ways, not only in the Commonwealth of Kentucky, but in the entirety of the United States.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it shall do so in honor of Alice Headley Chandler.
