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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of the bravery and service of Staff Sergeant Timothy F. Nein.

WHEREAS, Timothy F. Nein is the son of Jay and Linda Nein and the husband of Renea Nein; and

WHEREAS, Timothy F. Nein began his military career in 1996 serving with the 223rd Military Police Company of the Kentucky Army National Guard; and

WHEREAS, Staff Sergeant Timothy F. Nein served with the 223rd Military Police Company in Bosnia during 2001 and Operation Iraqi Freedom in 2003; and 

WHEREAS, in 2004 Staff Sergeant Timothy F. Nein volunteered to deploy with the 617th Military Police Company for Iraqi Freedom III during 2005; and

WHEREAS, Staff Sergeant Timothy F. Nein, while serving as the squad leader for Raven 42 in the 617th Military Police Company, led his soldiers on a counterattack of Anti Iraq Forces who were ambushing a convoy with heavy AK47 assault rifle fire, machine gun fire, and rocket propelled grenades; and

WHEREAS, Staff Sergeant Timothy F. Nein maneuvered his squad to a flanking position allowing them to suppress the Anti Iraq Forces and then led the attack into the trenches to destroy the Anti Iraq Forces; and

WHEREAS, Staff Sergeant Timothy F. Nein saved the lives of numerous convoy members; and

WHEREAS, Staff Sergeant Timothy F. Nein was awarded the Silver Star Medal for exceptionally valorous achievement during Operation Iraqi Freedom; and

WHEREAS, Staff Sergeant Timothy F. Nein is in keeping with the finest traditions of military heroism and reflects distinct credit upon himself, the 503rd Military Police Battalion (Airborne), the 18th Military Police Brigade, and the United States Army; and

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth of Kentucky is deeply grateful to Staff Sergeant Timothy F. Nein for the sacrifice he made for the freedom of all Americans and to ensure the freedom of the Iraqi people;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate is proud to recognize the patriotic service of Staff Sergeant Timothy F. Nein to his country and does hereby express its appreciation for his outstanding efforts. We express our congratulations to him as the recipient of the Silver Star Medal and extend our best wishes for further success in the future.
