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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in loving memory and honor of Officer Peter A. Grignon.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Officer Peter A. Grignon, who courageously became the first Louisville Metro Police Officer to lose his life in the line of duty, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Officer Peter A. Grignon was born on September 30, 1977, a native of New Brunswick, New Jersey, and a longtime resident of Louisville, Kentucky, and traversed these earthly bounds on March 23, 2005; and

WHEREAS, Officer Peter A. Grignon joined the Louisville Metro Police Department in 2003, fulfilling a lifelong dream of becoming a police officer; and

WHEREAS, Officer Peter A. Grignon graduated from Eastern High School and then from Eastern Kentucky University in 2000 with a bachelor's degree in Police Administration; and

WHEREAS, Officer Peter A. Grignon was a member of the Fraternal Order of Police Lodge 614, a member of Saint John's Lutheran Church, and he attended Grace Community Church of the Nazarene; and

WHEREAS, Officer Peter A. Grignon was the devoted and loving husband of Rebecca Studebaker Grignon, with whom he proudly celebrated their one year wedding anniversary just three days before his death; and

WHEREAS, Officer Peter A. Grignon was the adored son of Donald and Barbara Grignon; and

WHEREAS, Officer Peter A. Grignon was the beloved brother of Paul Grignon and the brother-in-law of Shannon Grignon; and

WHEREAS, Officer Peter A. Grignon was the loving son-in-law of Keith and Gloria Studebaker; and

WHEREAS, the funeral service for Officer Peter A. Grignon was attended by nearly 3,000 mourners, thus showing that his genuine concern and self-sacrifice for his community was known and honored by many; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Officer Peter A. Grignon has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby express its most profound sense of sorrow upon the passing of Officer Peter A. Grignon and extends to his family and friends its most heartfelt sympathy.

Section 2.   The Senate recognizes that Officer Peter A. Grignon was deeply loved by his family, friends, and community and the members further acknowledge his extraordinary sacrifice when he tragically lost his life while on duty for the Louisville Metro Police Department.
