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A RESOLUTION urging the Federal Aviation Administration to restrict air traffic around the grounds of the Kentucky State Capitol Building.

WHEREAS, Frankfort is the seat of the government of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, and the Capitol Building is host to thousands of visitors each year; and

WHEREAS, Frankfort is also home to the Capital City Airport, one the Commonwealth's busiest general aviation facilities, with over 87,000 aircraft operations each year; and

WHEREAS, current routes bring air traffic approaching the airport over the Capitol grounds; and

WHEREAS, the safety and security of buildings and individuals at the Capitol Complex is of the utmost importance; and

WHEREAS, the Capitol grounds also could be considered a target for terrorism; and

WHEREAS, decisions regarding the restriction of air space and flight paths belongs to the Federal Aviation Administration;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   That the members of this body respectfully request the Federal Aviation Administration to examine flight paths to the Capital City Airport, and urge the FAA to restrict the flight of aircraft over the Capitol grounds.
