WHEREAS, it is appropriate for this august body to acknowledge the contributions of special Kentuckians who labor to enrich the lives of our fellow citizens; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Samuel Robinson received degrees from Tennessee State University and a Doctorate in Education from Indiana University; and

WHEREAS, the tireless and unending efforts of Dr. Samuel Robinson as past President of the Lincoln Foundation, Inc., as past National Director of the Phi Beta Sigma Educational Foundation, as Cofounder of the Louisville Chapter of One Hundred Black Men, and as Cofounder of the Kentucky Minority AIDS Council have improved the lives of many Kentuckians; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Samuel Robinson has served the citizens of the Commonwealth and has freely given his time and energy in many capacities, including as Board Member of Bellarmine College, as Board Member of PNC Bank, as Board of Visitors Member - Indiana University School of Education, as Member of the Kentucky State Board of Elementary and Secondary Education, and as Member of the National Board of the Presbyterian Health, Education and Welfare Association; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Samuel Robinson has, in nearly thirty years of service, received honors, accolades, and awards too numerous to list from individuals, corporate citizens, government agencies, and institutions throughout the land, including membership in the Distinguished Service Chapter of the Phi Beta Sigma Fraternity, Inc., Distinguished Alumnus Award from the Indiana University's School of Education, Humanitarian Award from the Louisville Chapter of the National Conference of Christians and Jews, and Acacia Award from the Office of African American Catholics of the Archdiocese of Louisville; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Samuel Robinson has also distinguished himself by being selected Man of the Year by the Sigma Pi Phi Fraternity, by being given the Adult Achiever of the Year Award from the Chestnut Street Young Men's Christian Association's Black Achievers Association, and by being selected for induction in the Wall of Fame at Tennessee State University and in the National African American Hall of Fame; and 

WHEREAS, Dr. Samuel Robinson is married to the lovely Hugh Ella Robinson, a retired schoolteacher with the Jefferson County Public School System; and 

WHEREAS, Dr. Samuel Robinson and his spouse are the proud parents of two daughters, Debra Robinson Meadows, a Human Resources Specialist for Emory University Hospital in Atlanta, Georgia, and Charlotte Robinson Marshall, a Respiratory Therapist in Atlanta, Georgia, and are the proud grandparents of six grandchildren;
