WHEREAS, John Richards was the beloved father of Debra Ann Richards Cash, John E. Richards, and Wendy Richards Albert; and

WHEREAS, John Richards was the proud and loving grandfather of four grandchildren and the stepgrandfather of two stepgrandchildren; and

WHEREAS, John Richards was preceded in death by his loving parents, Michael and Anna Richwalsky; and

WHEREAS, the passing of John Richards has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;
