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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor of Bill Leachman and wishing him a complete and speedy recovery.

WHEREAS, on June 3, 2006, Bill Leachman sustained serious injuries in a tragic motorcycle accident which claimed the lives of two of his friends, Cornelius A. Martin and A. Brooks Mitchell II; and
