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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor of Joe Barrows upon the occasion of his retirement from this august body.

He has been a member of the Legislative Research Commission; the Rules Committee; the Committee on Committees; Elections, Constitutional Amendments, and Intergovernmental Affairs; and the State Government Committee;

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
