WHEREAS, Judge Roger L. Crittenden will retire this year from the Kentucky 48th Judicial Circuit after 26 years with the Kentucky Court of Justice;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby laud, thank and congratulate Judge Roger L.
