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A RESOLUTION honoring Trooper Ellen Casey on the occasion of her retirement from the Kentucky State Police and adjourning the House of Representatives in her honor.

WHEREAS, Trooper Ellen Casey received numerous letters of commendation for her service including the Commissioner's Commendation in 1995 and again in 2000; and

WHEREAS, Trooper Ellen Casey will retire from the Kentucky State Police on July 31, 2006;

WHEREAS, 

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives, on behalf of the citizens of the Commonwealth, extends its most heart-felt congratulations to Trooper Ellen Casey on the occasion of her retirement from the Kentucky State Police, and affirms that her conduct at the Department was exemplary, reflecting the core values of the Department and that she faithfully and excellently executed her duties and earned the respect of the citizens of this Commonwealth.
