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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in loving memory and honor of John Dale Collier.

WHEREAS, John Dale Collier the President of Hart's Dry Cleaning and Laundry, departed this earthly life on June 12, 2006, at the age of 72 years, leaving heavy the hearts of his family, friends, and the citizens of the community he so diligently served; and

WHEREAS, John Dale Collier was born in Galveston, Texas, and he became a lifelong resident native of Lexington, Kentucky in the third grade; and

WHEREAS, John Dale Collier was a graduate of Henry Clay High School and a graduate of the University of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, John Dale Collier served his nation in the United States Army upon graduation from the University of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, John Dale Collier made his community a better and cleaner one by his pioneering work in the field of industrial dry cleaning; and

WHEREAS, John Dale Collier's talents and drive doubled the business of Hart's Dry Cleaning and Laundry, leading to two plants and nine local outlets; and

WHEREAS, John Dale Collier did not simply create a better business in Lexington, but cared for his fellow man deeply. John Dale Collier created the Hart's Coat Crusade, a program to provide warm winter coats to the disadvantaged. Every year John Dale Collier's efforts yielded 6,000 to 7,000 coats for the poor of Lexington and its surrounding area; and

WHEREAS, John Dale Collier did not neglect his duty to God, serving as Chairman of the Board of Trustees for the Second Presbyterian Church; and

WHEREAS, John Dale Collier is survived by his loving wife of 48 years, Harriet Hart Collier; two adoring daughters, Karen Collier Dingle and Katherine Julanie Lee; one faithful son, Kenneth Hart; and seven grandchildren; and

WHEREAS, the works of John Dale Collier will live long after his passing and will provide comfort to his family, neighbors and community, and it is fitting to celebrate the accomplishments and legacy of John Dale Collier;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
