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A RESOLUTION wishing Lee Robertson a speedy recovery.

WHEREAS, Lee Robertson has dedicated his professional career to education in many diverse fields from teaching to coaching; and

WHEREAS, Lee Robertson has devoted more than 50 years to studying and working at Western Kentucky University, beginning with his graduation from the University in 1950 with a bachelor's degree, and continuing in 1957 with a master's degree in educational administration. He thereafter was employed by the University as the director of Alumni Affairs and Placement Services from 1960 to 1985, later served as the men's golf coach, and now serves as Special Assistant to the Vice President for Institutional Advancement; and

WHEREAS, Lee Robertson's preeminent dedication to Western Kentucky University has earned him the appellation, "Mr. Western"; and

WHEREAS, Lee Robertson's exemplary efforts in the educational field have been rewarded with the Council for the Advancement and Support of Education--Kentucky's Beth K. Fields Award, the very first Spirit of Western Award, and with his induction into Western Kentucky's Hall of Distinguished Alumni; and

WHEREAS, Lee Robertson's dedication to the educational arts, and in particular to Western Kentucky University has served to forward the cause of both, and, as a consequence, has served to enable thousands of students to receive an outstanding education and to become responsible and productive citizens of not only the Commonwealth of Kentucky, but many other states and nations represented by the student constituency; and

WHEREAS, it has come to the attention of the House of Representatives that Lee Robertson has sustained an injury that will temporarily slow his exemplary service to the university;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives recognizes the immeasurable value that Lee Robertson contributes to Western Kentucky University, and in that recognition, furthermore extends its best wishes for Lee Robertson a quick and complete recovery so that he may again be restored to full vitality for himself, his family, his friends and for his service to Western Kentucky University and the Commonwealth.
