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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor of Kosair Charities' generous contribution to Brooklawn Child and Family Services.

WHEREAS, for 155 years, Brooklawn Child and Family Services has provided an array of residential and community-based treatment programs for children with serious emotional disturbances and their families, and also operates an accredited special education school in collaboration with the public school system, providing hope for those who are in need; and

WHEREAS, Kosair Charities has made contributions of nearly $110 million since the 1980s, benefiting thousands of children throughout Kentucky and southern Indiana, and, on June 14, 2006, Kosair donated $2 million to Brooklawn Child and Family Services, representing the largest gift received by Brooklawn in its 155-year history; and

WHEREAS, through the generosity of Kosair Charities, Brooklawn will now be able to proceed with plans to provide off-campus housing, such as foster or group homes, or supervised apartments, to children nearing 18 years of age to transition to living on their own as they prepare for college or employment once they have completed their treatment. Not only will the children benefit from this opportunity, but hundreds of thousands of tax dollars will be saved by placing the youths into less costly housing; and

WHEREAS, in addition to its $2 million grant, Kosair Charities is challenging other private donors to assist Brooklawn in raising the $6 million it needs for an overall upgrade of its facilities and programs;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives commends Kosair Charities for its generous gift to Brooklawn Child and Family Services, and urges other private donors to help Brooklawn continue to help children and families throughout Kentucky and southern Indiana.

Section 2.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, it does so in honor of Kosair Charities.
