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A RESOLUTION honoring Judge Samuel Long on the occasion of his retirement from the 37th Judicial Circuit Court and adjourning the Senate in his honor.

WHEREAS, Judge Samuel Long has served the citizens of Kentucky through a cumulative 28 years as a judge with the Kentucky Court of Justice, 19 years of which were spent on the bench of the 37th Judicial Circuit Court; and

WHEREAS, the judicial branch of government is an integral part of our modern democracy, and one that upholds the very core freedoms and protections that we, as Americans and Kentuckians, enjoy; and

WHEREAS, Judge Samuel Long has fulfilled his judicial roles in the finest of fashions with honesty, intelligence, scholarship, integrity, and impartiality; and

WHEREAS, after nearly three decades of service to the Kentucky Court of Justice, Judge Samuel Long will retire from the bench in 2006;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby laud, thank and congratulate Judge Samuel Long for 28 years of distinguished service in the Kentucky Court of Justice, and, furthermore, wishes for him a fulfilling retirement as he enters this new era of his life. The Senate acknowledges that Judge Samuel Long's contributions to the Kentucky Court of Justice, in all levels of his service, have been manifold, great, and have operated to forward the collective enjoyment of life, health, and happiness for the citizens of this great Commonwealth.
