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A RESOLUTION honoring Judge William Graham on the occasion of his retirement from the Franklin County Circuit Court and adjourning the Senate in his honor.

WHEREAS, Judge William Graham is a native son of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, born in Sturgis, Kentucky in 1946; and

WHEREAS, Judge William Graham graduated from Frankfort High School in 1964; and

WHEREAS, Judge William Graham graduated from Davidson College in 1968; and

WHEREAS, Judge William Graham received a Juris Doctorate from the University of Kentucky School of Law in 1971; and

WHEREAS, during his first seven years of the practice of law, Judge William Graham demonstrated his commitment to the people of the Commonwealth by serving as both a part-time juvenile judge and a part-time Commonwealth's attorney, in addition to his duties as an attorney in the law offices of Edward Prichard, Jr.; and

WHEREAS, Judge William Graham was elected as a District Judge in 1978; and

WHEREAS, Judge William Graham's professional progress continued to his election in 1983 as a Circuit Judge; and

WHEREAS, Judge William Graham's legal acumen and judicial temperament were recognized as he assumed the leadership role of Chief Circuit Judge and Chief Regional Judge of the Bluegrass Region; and

WHEREAS, Judge William Graham's talents have not been focused solely on the courtroom, but on the larger issues confronting the courts and the Commonwealth as evidenced by his appointment to the Committee to Study Constitutional Reform in Kentucky and his chairmanship of the Governor's Commission to Study Child Support Enforcement; and

WHEREAS, the judicial branch of government is an integral part of our modern democracy, and one that upholds the very core freedoms and protections we, as Americans and Kentuckians, enjoy; and

WHEREAS, Judge William Graham has fulfilled his judicial role in the finest manner, with honesty, intelligence, scholarship, integrity, and impartiality; and

WHEREAS, Judge William Graham will retire from the Franklin County Circuit Court after a years of tireless and dedicated service on that court;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby laud, thank, and congratulate Judge William Graham for his many years of distinguished service in the Kentucky Court of Justice and, furthermore, wishes for him a fulfilling retirement as he enters this new era of his life. The Senate acknowledges that Judge William Graham's contributions to the Kentucky Court of Justice have been manifold, great, and have operated to forward the collective enjoyment of life, health, and happiness for the citizens of this great Commonwealth.
