WHEREAS, Jim Chambers was born on November 22, 1921, in Westport, Kentucky, to the late Robert Pete and Mary Martha Lentz Chambers, and departed this life on May 19, 2006, at the age of 84 years; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Chambers was retired from his position as postmaster for the United States Postal Service; was a member and deacon of the Covington Ridge Baptist Church; and was a former member of Westport Baptist Church. Active in his community, Jim Chambers was a member of the LaGrange Rotary Club; was president of the Oldham County Chamber of Commerce from 1970 to 1972, and was named Man of the Year by that organization in 1973; served as president of the National Association of Postmasters in 1967, and as secretary-treasurer from 1972 to 1973; and was a trustee of the Oldham County Library; and

WHEREAS, this outstanding citizen was also a member of the American Legion, the Masons, and the Shriners, and served as chairman of the Community Chest, of which he was a member for more than 50 years. A veteran of the Navy during World War II, he also started the Westport Fire Department, and in recognition of his lifetime of public service, Mr. Chambers was known in his community as the "honorary mayor of Westport"; and

WHEREAS, Jim Chambers is survived by his loving wife, Clarice; a daughter, Connie Byers; granddaughters, Carrie Karlen and Crissy Young; great-grandsons, Chase Karlen, and Logan and Luke Young; and a brother, Robert S. Chambers;
