PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 135 amends KRS 117.085 to permit those voters who anticipate being absent from the county or state on election day to apply to vote on those days absentee voting is conducted in the county clerk's office; thus, allowing them to vote early in the county clerk's office or other place designated by the county board of elections. 

	FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
	ESTIMATED COST


The fiscal impact of HB 135 on county governments is expected to be minimal to moderate. The measure would allow any qualified voter who anticipates being absent on election day to apply and vote early. Currently, voting by absentee ballots is reserved for qualified voters who will be absent from the county on election day.

It is not known how many qualified voters would "anticipate being absent" and apply to vote early. If the number of additional early voters remains low additional costs would be minimal. However, if the number of requests is large, then the costs would also rise. Cost associated with large absentee voting would include:

1). Increase number of workers to handle the absentee voting application process and voting itself;

2). Printing of the absentee ballot application forms and the additional voter lists;

4). Administrative and technical support during absentee voting; and

5). Possible need for additional building space, equipment, supplies, and security.
