Summary of Legislation
	Create a new section of KRS Chapter 509 to establish the crime of human trafficking as a Class B felony; amend KRS 529.030, relating to the promoting of prostitution in the first degree, to increase the penalty to a Class B felony.

	This bill defines human trafficking and states that it is a Class B felony. The bill further states that promoting prostitution in the first degree is a Class B felony, unless it involves a minor who incurs a physical injury, in which case the offense is a Class A felony.
