MEASURE'S PURPOSE: HB187HCS would require health insurance policies issued on or after the effective date of this ACT to provide coverage to covered persons who are incarcerated in county jails but have not been sentenced. 

PROVISION/MECHANICS: Denial of coverage for incarcerated health plan holders is a standard exclusion in health benefit policies.  HB187/HCS would require coverage in all health policies.
FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The ACT may create issues of network/out-of-network benefit coverage. It is not known if local health care service providers can participate in network coverage under the health insurance plans. It is not clear whether inmates may be balanced billed, or how coordination of benefits may be impacted, etc. The ACT requires KY Access (Kentucky's high risk insurance pool) to be available to qualifying (i.e. HIPPA eligible) incarcerated individuals in  local jails. Data is not available to determine the additional costs of mandated coverage for those policy holders who have been incarcerated in local jails but have not yet been sentenced. Therefore, the fiscal impact is indeterminable.
