PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 224 amends KRS 118.245 to eliminate the runoff primary for gubernatorial slates. It amends various sections to conform, and declares an EMERGENCY.
	FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
	ESTIMATED COST


The fiscal impact of HB 224 would be on counties only, with an estimated statewide savings of $5,412,498 whenever a primary runoff election would have been required. Under current law a slate of candidates for Governor and Lieutenant Governor receiving the highest number of it's party's votes in a primary election, but less than forty percent of the votes cast for all slates of candidates for that party, would be required to participate in a runoff primary with the slate receiving the second highest number of votes. Under the current statutory provisions, no gubernatorial primary runoff election has been required.
The $5,412,498 is reported by the State Board of Elections as the cost to counties for conducting the 2006 General Election. Based on the 3518 total precincts reported for that election, the average per precinct savings to counties passed on this bill would be $1,538.
