PROVISION/MECHANICS:  Currently a person can be charged with carrrying a concealed deadly weapon unless the weapon is in the car "glove compartment".  This bill will broaden the definition of where deadly weapons can be legally located in a vehicle.
FISCAL EXPLANATION:  Should not require any additional expenditures by state or local governments.  It could possibly save some money since fewer persons may be charged with carrying a concealed deadly weapon.
