Summary of Legislation
	Amend KRS 531.090 and KRS 531.100 to add the act of dressing or undressing; establish what constitutes prima facie evidence of voyeurism and video voyeurism; amend KRS 17.500 and KRS 17.520 to make voyeurism a sex crime and require registration for 5 years; amend KRS 439.267 to conform.

	Possession of a voyeuristic recording in any format shall be prima facie evidence of distribution in violation of this section. Video voyeurism is a Class D felony. Any person convicted for a violation …shall be required to register for five (5) years following discharge from confinement, the maximum discharge date on probation, shock probation, conditional discharge, parole, or other form of early release, whichever period is greater.
