MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  Allow persons to advertise or solicit for the purpose of performing marriages.
PROVISION/MECHANICS:  Eliminates the provision that states that persons who solicit or advertise for performing marriages is guilty of a violation.
FISCAL EXPLANATION:  It does not appear that this would result in any additional expenditures by state or local government.
