MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB352 will mandate inclusion of chiropractor services in all health plans in Kentucky.  Also, fees for services will increase due to a CPI mechanism.
PROVISION/MECHANICS:  Fees for the chiropractic services will be based on the 2005 Workers Compensation Medical Fee Schedule and will be increased with a CPI system between the two most recent calendar years.
FISCAL EXPLANATION:  For any public or private sector health plan that does not include chiropractic services, such plans would be required to include chiropractic services under the provisions of HB352. Data is not available to 
calculate costs where at present chiropractic services are not included in health plans.
