Summary of Legislation
	Create a new section of KRS Chapter 500 to provide that when a peace officer employed by the state seizes money or property pursuant to a lawful search or other law enforcement activity and no person claims the money or property that the money or property is transferred to the officer's employing agency for official use; provide that the agency make a bona fide effort to return the money or property to a lawful owner; create a new section of KRS Chapter 189 to prohibit knowingly having a false, hidden, or secret compartment in a motor vehicle which contains, is designed to contain, or has contained illegally possessed controlled substances in violation of KRS Chapter 218A, a firearm in violation of KRS Chapter 237 or KRS Chapter 527, penalty is Class D felony and vehicle forfeiture; create a new section of KRS Chapter 189 to prohibit knowingly manufacturing a false, hidden, or secret compartment, penalty is a Class D felony and forfeiture of the compartment or vehicle or both.

	This bill creates two new offenses: (1) having a false, hidden, or secret compartment in a motor vehicle, and (2) manufacturing a false, hidden or secret compartment in a motor vehicle. Each offense is punishable as a Class D felony.
