	Create a new section of KRS Chapter 509 to create the crime of human trafficking and punish it as a Class D felony.

	The bill would not impact DOC revenue. It could cause an increase in DOC expenditures, inasmuch as violation would be a Class D Felony.  (Note: the BR10 summary created by LRC references “Class B” felony but the actual bill language in Section I (3) reads, “Human trafficking is a Class D felony.”) Since this is a new area, we have no track record with which to forecast the number of convictions that might accrue from this in any given year.  However, it is conceivable that this new crime might cause a slight increase in jail population and/or Probation & Parole caseload.
