PURPOSE/MECHANICS

SB 75 GA includes an amendment to KRS 452.405 to provide for a default venue rule for actions brought against statewide public agencies and to create a process for effectuating statewide venue and court assignment for certain actions brought against statewide public agencies and state officers. 

SB 75 GA amends various sections of the Kentucky Revised Statutes to modify standards for venue and jurisdiction in actions involving the Commonwealth and its offices and agencies. The provisions of the bill allow civil action in any Circuit Court of competent jurisdiction rather than in Franklin Circuit Court. 
	FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
	ESTIMATED COST


The fiscal impact of SB 75 GA on local government could be a minimal savings. It is not known the number of civil actions currently filed in Franklin Circuit Court involving appeals by local government over enforcement action taken by agencies of the Commonwealth. The Department for Environmental Protection and the Kentucky Public Service Commission report that they rarely take action against local governments. The Department for Environmental Protection reports that whenever cases with cities or counties arise, they are almost always resolved through the administrative process without the need for formal litigation.  

While infrequent, should local government appeal cases to Circuit Court, this bill's provisions would save them litigation expenses related to travel time, contract fees associated with out-of-area legal firms, and time away from their local offices.
