On page 370, between lines 17 and 18, by inserting the following:

"Section 315.   KRS 452.405 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
Except as otherwise provided by statute, actions shall be brought in the county where the cause of action, or some part thereof, arose:

(a)[(1)]
For the recovery of a fine, penalty, or forfeiture, imposed by a statute; but if the offense for which the claim is made be committed on a watercourse or road which is the boundary of two (2) counties, the action may be brought in either of them;

(b)[(2)]
Against a statewide public agency;

(c)
Against a public officer for an act done by him in virtue or under color of his office, or for a neglect of official duty;

(d)[(3)]
Upon the official bond of a public officer.

(2)
If a civil action is brought in the Franklin Circuit Court under subsection (1) of this section against a statewide public agency or against a public officer for an act done by the officer in virtue or under color of office or for a neglect of official duty and the cause of action both involves the interpretation of a provision of the Kentucky constitution and is one which may be deemed to have accrued in more than one (1) county, either as filed or after the joinder of additional parties, the action shall be deemed as one in which venue shall be appropriate in any county of the Commonwealth. To effectuate the implementation of statewide venue, the action shall be subject to random reassignment to the Circuit Court of any of Kentucky's one hundred twenty (120) counties under subsection (3) of this section, if requested by the defendant statewide public agency or state officer prior to or contemporaneous with the filing of that agency's or officer's answer.

(3)
If a defendant statewide public agency or state officer requests random reassignment under subsection (3) of this section, the circuit clerk, in public and after prior notice to the parties to allow their attendance and viewing, shall randomly draw the name of a single county from a one hundred twenty (120) lot pool, with each county being represented by a single entry in the pool. Immediately following the drawing, the Franklin Circuit Court shall forthwith transfer the civil action to the Circuit Court of the county which was randomly drawn, in the same manner as with any other civil action transferred under this chapter.";
