MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

The proposed legislation amends KRS 383.280 to allow an eviction action and an action for unpaid rent to be brought together in the same civil action, and amends KRS 383.240 to 383.255 to conform.
PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

Amends KRS 382.280, 383.240 and 383.255 to allow legal actions for breach of contract or lease and proceedings under a writ of forcible entry or detainer to be combined.  Clarifies these statutes that combined actions may be brought in one civil action.  Allows for combined actions which include a claim for monetary relief, at the discretion of the court, to either hear and adjudicate the entire claim or act on the eviction request and transfer the monetary relief portion to the Circuit Court.
