Summary of Legislation
	Create a new section of KRS Chapter 17 to provide a registration system for persons convicted of murder, define registrant, establish period of registration, and provide penalties for failure to register.

	This bill would result in a number of offenders being added to the registry as life time registrants if they have been convicted of murder. Each offender would be required to go to a Probation and Parole officer or to any detention center in order to register. Failure to register would be a Class D felony for the second offense.
This addition will diminish the effect of a sex offender registry by broadening it to include non-sex offenders.

	Any person who knowingly fails to register, fails to provide notification of change of address or other information required by this section, or provides false, incomplete, or misleading information shall be guilty of a Class A misdemeanor for the first offense and a Class D felony for each subsequent offense. The fiscal impact would be felt in the amount of Probation and Parole staff time it would take to register offenders and the increase in funding to pay for incarceration of individuals who are caught failing to register.
