Beginning on page 1, line 3 and continuing to page 3 line 14, delete the content in its entirety and insert the following in lieu thereof:

"(1)
The Governor and the secretary of the Cabinet for Health and Family Services shall coordinate a request to the United States Food and Drug Administration to report to the Governor, the secretary of the Cabinet for Health and Family Services, and the Legislative Research Commission whether drug importation from licensed foreign pharmacies, distributors, and wholesalers by licensed pharmacies, distributors, and wholesalers poses no additional risk to the public's health and safety and would result in a significant reduction in the cost of prescription drugs.

(2)
The secretary of the Cabinet for Health and Family Services shall be prohibited from designing a prescription drug program to facilitate the importation of prescription drugs from licensed foreign pharmacies, distributors, and wholesalers by pharmacies, distributors, and wholesalers licensed in Kentucky for resale to Kentucky residents, unless the United States Food and Drug Administration certifies to the Governor, the secretary of the Cabinet for Health and Family Services, and the Legislative Research Commission that drug importation from foreign pharmacies, distributors, and wholesalers by licensed pharmacies, distributors, and wholesalers poses no additional risk to the public's health and safety and would result in a significant reduction in the cost of prescription drugs.".
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
