PURPOSE/MECHANICS  

HB 254 amends KRS 367.890 relating to gift cards, to provide for record of issuance, prohibit various use restrictions; make violation of statute an unfair trade practice. The measure also provides for enforcement by county attorneys and the Attorney General. 
	FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
	ESTIMATED COST


The fiscal impact of HB 254 on local governments is expected to be minimal. Any person found in violation of the measure will be guilty of a Class A misdemeanor.
Local governments will be responsible for incarcerating individuals charged with violating the provisions of BR 155. Individuals convicted of a Class A misdemeanor can be incarcerated in any of Kentucky's 88 local or regional jails for up to one year, at an average cost of $36.59
 per inmate day, paid for entirely at the local government's expense. Individual jail costs range from $19 to $88.44 per inmate day.

HB 254 gives the Attorney General and county attorneys appropriate jurisdiction to enforce the provisions of the measure. Costs associated with prosecuting persons charged with violating HB 254 would be paid by the state and not local governments.

The number of cases constituting a crime under HB 254 is expected to be small, therefore, the costs borne by local governments is expected to be minimal.
