On page 2, after line 6, by adding the following subsection:

"(3)
Notwithstanding any provision of the Kentucky Revised Statutes to the contrary, it is the intent of the General Assembly to occupy the area relating to minimum hourly wage provisions applicable to employees in this Commonwealth. No city, county, urban-county, charter county, consolidated local government, unified local government, political subdivision, or other local unit of government of the Commonwealth shall adopt or continue in effect any ordinance, resolution, rule, or regulation establishing a minimum hourly wage rate that is different or in conflict with this section. Any minimum hourly wage rate adopted by any city, county, urban-county, charter county, consolidated local government, unified local government, political subdivision, or other local unit of government of the Commonwealth prior to the effective date of this Act shall be null and void on the effective date of this Act.".
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
