A certified peace officer as defined in KRS 15.310 may proceed pursuant to subsection (1) to (3) of this section, while operating an official vehicle equipped with emergency lights and siren, without giving the warning required under subsection (5) of this section, if the peace officer:

(a)
Is responding to a situation where use of the vehicle's warning signals would increase the danger involved in apprehending a suspected violator, serve to unnecessarily alert a suspected violator, or pose a threat to threatened victims of crime;

(b)
Exercises due care in responding without warning signals, and shall, if practical, seek approval from a superior officer prior to proceeding; and

(c)
Proceeds with extreme caution for the safety of all other persons using the highway."; and

On page 3, by deleting lines 1 to 4 in their entirety.
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
