PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 387 amends KRS 118.125, 118.165, 118.315, 118A.060, and 83A.045 to provide that signatures for nomination papers shall not be affixed prior to the first Wednesday after the first Monday in November of the year preceding the year in which the office will appear on the ballot. It amends KRS 118.227 to require the Secretary of State to certify any changes made to a slate of candidates to the appropriate county clerk, registry, and the State Board of Elections.

Further, HB 387 amends KRS 83A.170 and 83A.175 to establish when a candidate's name is not to be printed on the ballot. It amends KRS 117.265 to prohibit any candidate whose name appears on the ballot from being eligible as a write-in candidate in the regular election, except in certain situations.

	ESTIMATED COST


The fiscal impact of HB 387 on local government is expected to be minimal. This new language, which is repeated in various sections throughout the bill, prohibits signatures for nomination papers from being affixed to the document prior to a date certain. The cost to the county boards of election relate to the time and effort to educate county clerks and candidates of the new timeline and write-in requirement.
